· We will practice in the order of the show WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE FINALE AND ALL GROUP ROUTINE.  These will be practiced FIRST.  EVERYONE must arrive in their Twirl-M’s shorts and Twirl-M’s tie dye shirts (Team Nats, your purple tie dye nats shirt) costume and be seated in the audience.  Arrival time 6:05 p.m.
· The timeframe for the evening is as follows.  While we will do our best to stick to this timeframe, patience is required.  The backstage crew as well as the production crew will be rehearsing at the same time as the twirlers.  With patience, we will have fun and all learn our part.  For students with homework, you may do your homework in the student section of the auditorium.
· IMPORTANT NOTE:  This is a mandatory practice in its entirety.  You may not leave early.  If you don’t practice with your acts on this night, you WILL NOT perform in the recital

Please follow these steps in order to make the Dress Rehearsal run smoothly.

1. Enter the auditorium and check in with Debi Olsen who will be standing at the door.  Students will be directed to sit in one section and parents in another.  Remain in the auditorium the ENTIRE time.  No wandering the halls.
2. Your student will be escorted backstage for the rehearsal.  Students should bring their batons and/or props with them when they are escorted backstage – except for competition students.  Competition students should have all props and costumes already backstage.
3. If your student is in more than one act, she should return to the auditorium each time to get costumes and props, change in the changing room located behind the stage.  We will have students back there to help them.  After changing, the students will be returned to the student section in the auditorium to wait to be called backstage.  Changing areas will be clearly designated.  NO PARENTS OTHER THAN THOSE DESIGNATED AS HELPERS MAY COME BACK STAGE.  NONE!!
4. No one is permitted backstage except those as directed by Rhonda.  When we are finished rehearsing with your student, she will pack up her supplies from the auditorium and will then be escorted back to you in the parent/family member section of the auditorium.

5. Please DO NOT ask to leave early due to homework or any other reasons.  The answer is NO.  We will stay and rehearse until the show is ready to go!!

**No food or drink in the auditorium.  All food and drink must be consumed in the commons or hallway outside the auditorium.**

**Note the arrival schedule.  Students and ONE family member may enter the back stage hallway and go to the dressing room located behind the stage to get their supplies setup. NO ADULTS IN THE AUDITORIM EXCEPT COACHES .  The auditorium seats 700 plus people, and we will probably have 300-500 in attendance.  So there will be plenty of seats.  Thank you for your cooperation.

Parade of Champions – After the finale favorite trick
· Competition students who have banners, medals, and/or crowns from baton twirling in 2011 to showcase…have them neatly packed in a ziplock or basket with your name on it.  After the finale, you will retrieve your ziplock or basket and put on your awards.  This will have to be done within seconds, so you will need to have your ziplock or basket backstage where you can get to it in the main hallway just before the finale.  We will have a designated spot for this.  Your medals and banners and such are YOUR responsibility, so make sure everything is well marked.  In other words, you bring at your own risk!!  You will wear these as you come back on stage with your 2011 awards and will be recognized as one of our 2011 finalists, winners and/or champions.  Wear them for the AfterGlow too!!  You deserve the recognition for all of your hard work!!
Narrators

· I will have your script for you.

· You are to wear whatever your next costume is with your Twirl-M’s sweatjacket over top of it.  
· If you do not have one, you will wear either mine, Miss Holly’s or Miss Rachel’s with the sleeves rolled up.

How:



(1) See the attached for a complete list of performance order.  If you have costume changes, bring ALL costumes in a bag with names on ALL pieces.  A changing area has been designated for the costume changes.  Helpers will be back stage.
Costumes ARE REQUIRED for Dress Rehearsal.

(2) ALL twirlers will have their hair in poof bun for the entire show WITH NO fake hair piece.  This includes the modelers.  

(3) During the show, performers will remain backstage in a special area.  Each twirler needs to bring a beach towel, water bottle, dry snack, book or something they can sit quietly and do.  No parents other than those designated to help me are permitted back stage.  After the awards presentation, the twirlers will be permitted to sit on the stage facing the screen so they can see the “Year End” slide show!!
(4) ALL competition twirlers are invited to come out and sit in the first two rows of the audience to watch the senior sendoffs.  You MUST have on your Twirl-M’s sweat jacket over top of the very next costume you are wearing.  If you talk AT ALL during this portion of the show, you will be excused publicly and then NEVER allowed to watch the senior send offs AGAIN!!  So keep your eyes open, enjoy the girls’ emotional performances, and DON’T TALK!!
NOTE ON PACKING COSTUMES/SUPPLIES:

· Label all pieces of costuming including shoes.

· If your student is in multiple acts, please give your student a list of the order of her costumes.  This will help her and any changing assistants.

· With Moriah, I use a plastic bin and place all costumes and hair pieces in large zip lock baggies with numbers showing the order.  

· Remind students to put their items back in their bin when finished.

· I include a list of her acts by act # and what the costume is to be. 

· I tape the list right on the inside of the lid to the plastic bin.

· It works great!!
Please DO NOT pickup your student during the show.  No one will be dismissed 

until the entire show has been completed.  

Notes:


· Treats will be supplied by Twirl-M’s families.  All families should bring refreshments when they arrive for the recital.  Drop off your refreshments in the Northern High Commons Area with our Committee  located just outside the auditorium. 

· The treats portion of the event will be held in the Commons.  Everyone is asked to help cleanup on your way out the door.

· Tickets are NOT required to attend this show.  Please invite your friends, family, and neighbors.   The students have been working so hard.  It would be great to give them a big audience.  Plus, we have two outgoing seniors AND it is our 12th anniversary with three 10-year award recipients and two 5-year award recipients.  So, lots to celebrate.  Let’s get a large crowd in to do just that!!
Videotaping and Photography – NOT PERMITTED AT ALL DURING THE SHOW!!  DO NOT BRING OUT AT ALL!!!!  I HAVE DIRECTED THE PRODUCTION CREW FROM THE PRODUCTION BOOTH TO COME OUT AND TAKE THEM IF THEY SEE THEM OUT DURING OUR SHOW.  PLEASE BE RESPECTFUL TO OUR PERFORMERS AND JUST ENJOY THE SHOW!!!!!
1. Again this year, I have hired a professional videographer to videotape the recital.  This videotape will be for sale to you.  It will also be used to play our recital on WLTV in the 2012.  An order form is at www.TwirlM.com.  If you forgot to order, there is still time.
If you have young children who become fussy during the nearly 2 ½ hour performance, please leave the auditorium so as not to disturb the performers or the videotaping.  Thank you.
